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EAGMA was founded in 1987 as “VAGMA” (Virginia Angora Goat and Mohair Association) to foster and support, through education and
marketing, small Angora goat farming, small mohair-based business, and the acceptance of a non-traditional farm animal.
In 2008, in recognition of the growing diversity of the membership, VAGMA became the Eastern Angora Goat and Mohair Association.

Pat and | are excited about being able to clear out the hayloft of
mohair from the last two years. We are grateful to Justin for his willingness to do this for our organization.
Please, if you haven’t let me know that you are bringing mohair, do so as soon as possible so we know what size

trailer to rent.

Spread the word about the show. Encourage folks who have purchased animals from you or those who
are thinking about getting into goats, to come to the show. It’s a great place to learn and make connections.

Mohair Pickup / Wholesale Transport
at the 2009 EAGMA show

Our 2009 show judge, Justin Stieler, has offered to
drive our mohair back to Texas after the show in June.
Depending on the quantity we have available to send
with him (we need around 3500 pounds) and the cost of
gas, it looks like the cost per pound for transporting it
to Texas will be 40¢. The warehouse will take colored
mohair fleeces too. Due to poor weather in Texas (see
National News, pg. 5) there may be a mohair shortage
later this year, so prices for mohair could go up, too.

Mobhair sales are a big deal for producers who may
not be EAGMA members. You are encouraged to
spread the word about the mohair pickup to all of your
non-EAGMA friends. Yes, they have to be EAGMA
members to ship their mohair with us, so let them know
how to become members. There is no waiting period,
so they can join EAGMA and then join us in the mohair
pool at the show.

When you are sorting and preparing your fleeces,
be aware that all colors of colored mohair can be
bagged together. Colored and white tags/stained
skirts can be co-mingled.

National News

Texas: Heavy rain and temperatures that stayed in the
lower 30s from March 11-14, 2009 spelled disaster for
thousands of freshly-shorn Angora goats in the Texas
Hill Country. Joel Gourley, executive director of the
FSA office in Kerrville, told Texas Farm Bureau’s
Radio Network that losses in Edwards County alone
could run up to 18,000 head. "There are producers
who have lost anywhere from 75 to 85 percent of their
herds," Gourley said. "It’s really a severe loss."

Gourley, who oversees FSA operations in Bandera,
Edwards, Kerr and Kimble counties, said he has also
heard of losses in Sutton, Schleicher, Concho, Menard
and Kimble counties. He said the natural disaster will
put a lasting dent in Texas’ Angora goat herd, the
largest in the nation. "There will be some that go out
of business,” he said. "There’s not even any goats out
there available to buy. For the first time ever, there
will be a lot of producers out there that don’t have any

Angora goats on their ranch."”

Gourley said his office is giving ranchers information
on how to document death loss on their goats so they
can take advantage of the Livestock Indemnity
Program, details which have yet to be announced. He
said payment rate for the goats should be 75 percent of
the fair market value, which has yet to be determined.
Although the indemnity program has been around for
many years, it was rewritten in the 2008 farm bill and

federal regulations have not yet been published. For

National: Langston University’s American Institute for
Goat Research has entered its kidding season.
Approximately 400 kids will be born before the spring
is over, bringing the total number of goats at this
Oklahoma institution to over 1,000. The five breeds
raised and studied here are: Angora, Alpine, Boer,

Cashmere (Spanish), and Tennessee. For more

National: Nationally, total mohair production dropped
to 1.184 million pounds during 2008, down 12.7
percent from 1.357 million pounds produced during
2007, the lowest level since the last high in 1987. After
dropping to record lows during the mid-90's, prices for
mohair made an excellent recovery in 2000, weakened
during 2002 showed strength during the following five
years, but weakened slightly during 2008.

Texas continues to dominate the mohair industry,
producing about 69.4 percent of the 1.184 million
pounds of mohair produced during 2008, followed by

percent produced in about eight other states.
